So Mary and Joseph were
not turned away by a pro-
fessional inn-keeper, but
by families whose homes
were too full to receive
the guests.

A December 1, 2010, Kit-
sap Sun news article re-
ports Kitsap Community
Resources has identified
ninety-six families in Kit-
sap County who are in
need of emergency hous-
ing during the winter
months. Efforts to pro-
vide temporary housing
were boosted by the pas-
sage of an emergency

county ordinance allowing
for a range of temporary
housing options for the
homeless. The Salvation
Army is proposing either a
tent encampment on their
property or the conversion
of the former Cen-Com
building on Warren Ave-
nue for the homeless.
One Church—One Family,
a coalition of local
churches, is proposing to
find thirty churches that
will each accommodate
three (donated) Recrea-
tional Vehicles to house
homeless families during
the winter months.
